Flexi -leads :  a retractable leash in various 
sizes intended to allow your dog more freedom 
of movement than a regular leash. 
As with all things there are good and bad 
features; if your dog has basic obedience 
training and can heel at your side & come when 
called these leashes can allow 
greater freedom when you are 
out for a walk. 
    If however your dog doesnôt 
listen or pay attention to 
you, problems can occur. 
Legs, both human and 
canine, can become tangled. You might drop 
the handle which invariably scares the dog or 
you may be unable to operate the handle 
quickly enough in an emergency. 
Several years ago many AKC dog shows banned 
flexi -leads on dog show grounds for many of 
the above reasons. 
Please be cautious and think of these things 
before using.
