   Please take a minute to review the Black Point rules.  I 
have asked our Black Pointer editor, Suzanne Smith, to 
include some pertinent rules in this week's issue.  Please 
make sure that everyone, including all children and 
rental tenants, understand and follow all of the rules.  
Dog owners breaking the rules related to dogs seems to 
be particularly problematic already this year.  There have 
been several incidents with loose dogs and dogs on the 
right of ways and beaches.  Please note that there are no 
dogs allowed on the beaches or right of ways at any 
time.  Dogs are not allowed on the piers, docks, or any of 
the beaches.  These rules apply to all times of day, even 
when the beach is empty.  Please be courteous to your 
neighbors and keep your dog leashed at all times.   
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Please remember that parking is not allowed on any of 

our streets.  If you are parking in the 
designated parking lots, please hang a 
tag in your rearview mirror.  The beach 
security will be issuing tickets to any cars 
that do not have a BP tag hanging in  

the rear view mirror.  Please report any problems on the 
beaches to beach security.  Finally, please make sure 
that contractors do not begin work at your home before 
8am or after 6pm.  BP is a tight community, please be 
courteous.

(up to the large boulder) within the 
swimming markers; 
(b) the South Beach located on the 
south side of the pier located at the end 
of Osprey Road within the swimming 
markers. 
 

4.) All swimming is at one's own risk, as the Association 
employs no swimming lifeguards. 
 

3.)  No diving or jumping from any piers at any time! 
 

4.)  No boats or gas or diesel powered craft of any kind are 
permitted within the approved swimming areas. 
 

5.) Dogs and other domestic animals are not permitted 

on any beaches, piers or rights-of-way of Association
